Bill Neale to Honor Amelia Island Concours Grand Marshal Stirling Moss in Paintings for AFAS Show 
Amelia Island, Fla. – March 8, 2010 – Award winning artist Bill Neale of the Automotive Fine Arts Society will celebrate the career of Sir Stirling Moss with a pair of pieces during the 2010 Amelia Island Concours d’Elegance on March 11-14, 2010, in Amelia Island, Fla.  Neale will feature the legendary racer as part of the 15th annual AFAS Amelia Island Concours art show sponsored by Mazda North America.

In his 23” x 25” piece, “Stirling Moss”, Neale depicts the race pilot setting up for a sharp left hand corner.  The steely gaze is fixed on the apex of a turn.  The front wheels of the Formula One car are set for the curve as Moss looks ahead for the next car to pass. The intensity of this racing hero is apparent as the gritty driver battles for victory. 
“Moss was a real competitor,” stated Neale.  “He also was very gentle on his equipment because he realized that to win, you must first finish.  Few could match his sheer talent, much less his ability to drive just about anything with wheels very, very fast.  Even today, you can still see the passion that drove him to so many wins with one glance into his eyes.”

Moss’ achievements in a variety of categories placed him among the world's elite. Often called "the greatest driver never to win the World Championship", Moss won 212 of the 529 races he entered including 16 Formula One competitions, from 1948 to 1962.  

In addition to his stunning Moss F1 piece, Neale will show another work honoring Moss.  The second stars him in a Maserati Tipo 61 “Birdcage” racecar circa 1960 with the famous trident logo in the background.  The piece features Moss in his typical cloth driver’s suit, scowling as he prepares to pass a competitor.

“I’m particularly fond of that period when titans like Hill, Shelby, Fangio and Moss battled for supremacy in everything from single seaters to sports cars,” added Neale.  “It was during this time that Moss captured some of his most memorable wins, like the Cuban Grand Prix.  To do so, he beat pilots like World Champion Jack Brabham, Indy 500 winner Rodger Ward and Le Mans winner Maurice Trintignant.  The combination of Moss and Maserati broke the hearts of many other drivers.”

Last year, Neale captured Mazda’s “The Emotion of Motion Award” for his painting, “Aston Martin and Friend,” at the Amelia Island Concours d’Elegance.  The painting of a stunning 1961 Aston Martin DB4 Zagato below a soaring British Spitfire fighter plane was chosen as the winner of the prestigious award by Grand Marshal David Hobbs.  

As a founding member of the AFAS, Neale’s paintings are treasured centerpieces in many exclusive private and museum collections across the globe.  A contributing artist for Car & Driver, Cavallino and AUTOMOBILE magazine, he is best known for his private commissions of cars ranging from old Ferraris to the newest models out of Munich, Detroit and Tokyo.  Neale resides in Dallas with his wife Nelda.
